COURSE IN GENERIC INDUCTION TO MINING
(Coal and Metalliferous Combined)

Course Aim

The new Course in Generic Induction to Mining - Core is a training program to introduce employees
to the Statute Laws that govern mining in Queensland, accepted practices and safety procedures that
are employed on mining sites in Queensland. The Generic Induction focuses primarily on the
application of risk management in order for mine workers to stay safe at work.

The aim of the Generic Induction is to develop workers who practice safe work behaviour.
At completion of a Core Generic Induction course, every person shall:
e possess a framework for thinking safety on the job (What am | about to do? What can go
wrong? How can | stop it going wrong?)
e be able to perform a basic risk assessment and be able to identify suitable controls, and
¢ have a sound understanding of the principle of isolation as a control, and be able to isolate
and tag an energy source.
The Generic Induction passport is recognised by some mines as a pre-requisite to work on the
respective mine site.

Course Changes

In accordance with the guidelines set forth by the Mining Industry Skills Centre Krause Safety &
Training is now offering a combined Metalliferous and Coal Core Generic Mine Induction.

To successfully complete the Course in Generic Induction — Coal and Metalliferous Core the applicant
must complete the following:

e  Fire Extinguisher training
e  Core Generic Induction
